Inserting or Changing the Remote Control Batteries 
 
 

 
1. Remove the battery compartment cover by sliding the cover in the direction of the arrow. 
2. Place two AA batteries with the correct polarity. 
3. Replace and slide the cover as like the arrow in the illustration. 
 

 

Important: 
 Avoid using the projector with bright fluorescent lighting turned on. Certain high-frequency 

fluorescent lights can disrupt remote control operation. 
 Be sure nothing obstructs the path between the remote control and the projector.

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Installing the Projector 
The high quality display effect can be guaranteed only when the projector is correctly installed. Generally, the 
light source facing the screen should be reduced or eliminated as much as possible. The contrast of the image 
will be obviously reduced if the light directly shines on the screen, such as the beam from windows or the 
searchlight cast on the image. The image may become faded and not bright. 
Precautions for Installation 

 

Caution: 
 Projector installation must be done by a qualified professional. Contact your dealer for more 

information. It is not recommended you install the projector yourself.  
 With ceiling installation, use approved mounting hardware & M4 screws; maximum depth of screw 

is 16 mm. Contact your dealer for information about mounting the projector on a ceiling. 
 Only use the projector on a solid and level surface. Serious injury and damage can occur if the 

projector is dropped. 
 

 

Caution: 
 Ensure that the hot air from the exhaust vent is not sucked into the projector. 
 Ensure the air intake and exhaust vents are unobstructed and keep the required distance from any 

object. Below is required minimum distance between the vent and any object.  
 All added enclosures should pass a certified thermal evaluation to ensure that the projector does 

not recycle exhaust air, as this may cause the projector to shut down even if the enclosure 
temperature is with the acceptable operation temperature range.

Installing or Removing the Optional Lens 
 

 

Caution: 
 Do not shake or place excessive pressure on the projector or the lens components as the projector 

and lens components contain precision parts. 
 When shipping the projector with the optional lens, remove the optional lens before shipping the 

projector. The lens and the lens shift mechanism may encounter damage caused by improper 
handling during transportation. 

 Before removing or installing the lens, be sure to turn off the projector and wait unitl the cooling 
fans stop, and turn off the main power switch. 

 Do not touch the lens surface when removing or installing the lens. 
 Keep fingerprints, dust or oil off the lens surface. Do not scratch the lens surface. 
 Work on a level surface with a soft cloth under the projector to avoid scratchs or other damage. 
 If you remove and store the lens, attach the lens cap to the projector to keep out dust and dirt. 

 
Install New Lens 
1. IF the dust sponge is installed, Please remove the dust sponge. 

 

2. Align the flange and correctly position at the 11 o’clock position as shown in the picture, and gently insert it 
all the way into the lens mount and turn it clockwise to the "Lock" position. When turning the lens, the 
"Click" sound indicates that the lens is completely fixed and locked in place. 

 

3. Check if the lens is fixed successfully by pulling the lens out of the holder gently. 
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4. For 0.31 ~ 0.33:1, 0.55 ~ 0.75:1, 0.74 ~ 1.08:1, 1.05 ~ 1.41:1, 1.4 ~ 2.11:1, 2.1 ~ 4.0:1 lenses, After installing 
the lens, You will need to use a 2.5mm hexagonal driver to secure the screws. 

 

        
 

       
 

Removing the Existing Lens 
1. Before disassembling the lens, please loosen the fixing screw first. 
2. Push the LENS RELEASE button all the way in and rotate the lens counterclockwise. The existing lens will be 

disengaged. 
3. Pull out the existing lens slowly. 

    
 

 

Important: 
 When installing the lens into the projector, be sure to remove the lens cap from the back of the 

optional lens before installing the optional lens into the projector. Failure to do so will cause 
damage to the projector and lens. 

 There is one safety switch inside the projector’s lens slot to prevent unexpected injury by laser 
beam. The projector cannot be turned on if the projection lens has not been installed or is not 
installed correctly. Please make sure the lens is installed properly before tuning on the projector. 
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Connecting to AC Power Supply 
The AC power cord is included in the box; plug the power cord to the AC socket on the IO panel. 

 

Turning On the Projector 
Once the projector is correctly located and the power cable and other connections are in place, it is important 
that the projector is powered on correctly in order to avoid damage to components and un-necessary wear and 
tear. Refer to the following guide to power on the projector. 

1. Press the POWER button on the control panel or ON 
button on the remote control.  

 

2. The Power LED flashes green until the power on 
process is finished. 

 

3. After a few seconds, LEDs lights will become a solid 
green to indicate the projector is ready for use.

Turning Off the Projector 
Once the projector is no longer required, it is important to shut it down correctly to avoid damage or unnecessary 
wear and tear on the device. 
 

 

Important: 
 Do not unplug the power cable from the wall outlet or projector when the projector is powered 

on. Doing so can cause damage to the projector’s AC IN connector or the prongs of the power 
cable plug. To turn off the AC power supply when the projector is powered on, use a power strip 
equipped with a power on switch and surge proector. 

 Do not turn off the AC power supply within 10 seconds after making adjustment or changing the 
setting. Doing so is possible to cause loss of adjustments and settings and return to default 

 
Refer to the following guide to shut down the projector. 

1. Press the POWER button on the control panel or OFF 
button on the remote control once, the Power Off 
window displays. 

 
2. Press the POWER button again on the OSD control 

panel or remote control to verify power off. 
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Adjusting the Projection Mode 
Projector is designed for set up in all angles including desktop, ceiling, portrait and free-tilt installation as shown 
in the below illustration.

The projector has the powered lens shift feature; the image can be shifted vertically or horizontally without 
moving the projector. The lens shift range is shown in the percentage of the image height and width, the 
maximum vertical shift range can be up to 60% of the projected image height and down to 60% of the height, 
and maximum horizontal shift range is 20% of the image width to right and left. Please refer to below illustration.

 The projector is equipped with a safety switch inside the lens mount hole. The projection lens must 

be installed in the projector before turning on the power or the projection can’t be displayed. 
 There is a Lens Lock function on OSD menu to disable lens control adjustment for avoiding 

possible misoperation after you finish the adjustment. Please make sure to disable the lock before 
performing the lens control. 

 

Adjusting the Focus and Zoom 
The focus and zoom can be adjusted from the projector control panel or remote control. Refer to the following 
guides to adjust the focus and zoom manually. 
Press the Focus or Zoom button on the control key panel or remote control to adjust the focus or zoom effect 
using the increase and decrease buttons as required 
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Adjusting Geometric Distortion 
When the image is projected on a curved surface or screen at an angle, the image may become distorted. You 
can utilize the latest Vivitek Geometric Correction engine to make an image look visually correct when it is 
projected onto a non-planar screen or at an angle. The option as below figure, the available function combination 
is listed on the submenu of each geometry correction option.

Vivitek’s 
Constant Brightness feature is designed to reduce the need for installers to regularly recalibrate the projectors. A 
built-in light sensor inside the projector monitors the level of light so that when a reduction in light is detected, 
the projector will regulate dynamically the electricity power to increase the light output to your pre-defined 
brightness level, and thus maintaining a constant level of brightness. To use this function, follow the steps below: 
1. Select CONTROL > Light Source > Custom Light. Change it to Custom Light Level with a value under 100%. 

For example: 90% or 85%. The reduced power percentage will be used to later regulate the brightness when 
the Constant Brightness function is enabled.

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Common Problems and Solutions 
These guidelines provide tips to deal with problems you may encounter while using the projector. If the problem 
remains unsolved, contact your dealer for assistance. 
 
Often the problem is something as simple as a loose connection. Check the following before proceeding to the 
problem-specific solutions. 
 Use some other electrical device to confirm that the electrical outlet is working. 
 Ensure the projector is turned on. 
 Ensure all connections are securely attached.  
 Ensure the attached device is turned on. 
 Ensure a connected PC is not in suspending mode. 
 Ensure a connected notebook computer is configured for an external display. (This is usually done by 

pressing an Fn-key combination on the notebook.) 
 
Tips for Troubleshooting 
 In each problem-specific section, try the steps in the order suggested. This may help you to solve the problem 

more quickly. 
 Try to pinpoint the problem to avoid replacing non-defective parts.  
 For example, if you replace batteries and the problem remains, put the original batteries back and go to the 

next step.  
 Keep a record of the steps you take when troubleshooting. The information may be useful when calling for 

technical support or for passing on to service personnel. 
 
Image Problems 

Problem: No image appears on the screen 
1. Verify the settings on your notebook or desktop PC. 
2. Turn off all equipment and power up again in the correct order. 
3. Check if shutter is enabled. 
 
Problem: The image is blurred  
1. Adjust the Focus on the projector. 
3. Performance Auto Sync on the remote control or projector. 
4. Ensure the projection distance is within the specified range. 
5. Check that if the projection lens is clean. 
 
Problem: The image is wider at the top or bottom (trapezoid effect)  
1. Position the projector so it is as perpendicular to the screen as possible.  
2. Use the Keystone function to correct the problem. 
 
Problem: The image is reversed or upside down 
Check the Projection Mode setting on the CONTROL->Projection Mode menu. 
 
Problem: The image is streaked  
1. Set the Total dots (H Total) and VGA Setup settings on the INPUT menu of the OSD to the default settings. 
2. To ensure the problem is not caused by a connected PC’s video card, connect to another computer.  
 
Problem: The image is flat with no contrast  
1. Adjust the Contrast setting on the PICTURE menu of the OSD. 
2. Adjust the Brightness setting on the PICTURE menu of the OSD. 
 
Problem: The color of the projected image does not match the source image. 
Adjust the Color temperature and Gamma settings on the PICTURE menu of the OSD. 
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Projection Problems 
Problem: There is no light from the projector  
1. Check that the power cable is securely connected. 
2. Ensure the power source is good by testing with another electrical device. 
3. Restart the projector in the correct order and check that the Power LED is green. 
4. Check if Blank or Shutter function is enabled  
 

Remote Control Problems 
Problem: The projector does not respond to the remote control. 
1. Direct the remote control towards remote sensor on the projector.  
2. Ensure the path between remote and sensor is not obstructed. 
3. Check the remote sensor on OSD is turned on. 
4. Ensure remote control wire is not plugged in the projector.  
5. Turn off any fluorescent lights in the room. 
6. Check the battery polarity. 
7. Replace the batteries. 
8. Turn off other Infrared-enabled devices in the vicinity. 
9. Have the remote control serviced. 

10. Ensure that the remote control code conforms to the projector's code if universal remote control is used. 
11. Check if Projector ID control is enabled and the ID number is correct. 

 
Projection Lens Problems 

Problem: The Zoom or Focus adjustment cannot work. 
1. Check if the lens is installed properly, improper lens installation may cause to lens cannot work normally. 

Please follow the lens installation procedure to check again. 
2. Check if Lens Lock function is enabled, locking the lens will disable all of lens adjustment functions. 
3. Perform Center Lens function to calibrate the Lens again. 
4. Replace the other lens to check the problem if the lens is available. 
5. Contact with service center for the details. 

 
Remote communication Problems 

Problem: The projector does not respond to Ethernet control 
1. Make sure Network Standby is turned on, the communication path is interrupted if it’s turned off(less 0.5W) 
2. Check the network configuration in your laptop and projector; refer to Remote Communication manual for 

more information. 
 
Having the Projector Serviced 
If you are unable to solve the problem, you should have the projector serviced. Pack the projector in the original 
carton. Include a description of the problem and a checklist of the steps you took when trying to fix the problem. 
The information may be useful to the service personnel.
